CINCINNATI – Sister of Charity Diana Durling cel-
ebrated Silver Jubilee celebrated her 50th Jubilee at a
Mass at the Congregation’s Mount St. Joseph
Motherhouse, Delhi Township, OH.

A native of Michigan, Sister Diana (Dawn) Campbell
Durling graduated from Central Michigan University in
Mt. Pleasant in 1958.
