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Lorenzo Uribe Morales
ordained to the priesthood

CONEJOS — For Lorenzo Uribe Morales, faith is
rooted in family - his natural family and his Catholic
family in Christ.

“It is very important to have a Catholic family be-
cause they teach you to be a Christian. My family taught
me to be a Catholic,” Uribe Morales said.

“The dream of God is one family in the world,” he
said. “ Through Christ, we are all one family as Chris-
tians.”

On Jan. 13, Uribe Morales was ordained a priest in
the Theatine Fathers by Bishop Arthur Tafoya. The or-
dination took place in Colorado’s oldest parish; Our Lady
of Guadalupe in Conejos, organized in 1858. It was the
first ordination  in the history of the parish.

“What a joy it is today to celebrate this historic oc-
casion,” said Bishop Tafoya in his homily.

Raised in Mexico City, Mexico, Uribe Morales cred-
ited his mother and her example of Christian faith and
devotion as a prime reason for becoming  a priest.

He began his road to the priesthood in a seminary
preparatory school in Mexico City, in 1997.

At the request of Father Ramon Garcia, who told
him of the need for priests in the United States, Uribe
Morales came to this country to join the small commu-
nity of Theatine Fathers. Here, he studied English in
San Antonio, took courses in Denver, and did his novi-
tiate in San Luis, Colo. at Sangre de Cristo parish with
Father. Patrick Valdez.

Uribe Morales was invited to attend seminary in
Brazil, where he spent five years studying philosophy
and sociology and confirmed his vocation to work with
the poor. “I decided to be ordained because I need to

Many times when I ask engaged couples why

How wonderful the bond between two believ-
ers, now one in hope, one in desire, one in disci-
pline, one in the same service”  They are both chil-
dren of one Father and servants of the same Mas-
ter, undivided in spirit and flesh, truly two in one
flesh.  Where the flesh is one, one also is the spirit.”
(Tertulian, Ad uxorem. 2, 8, 6-7: PL 1, 1412-1413; cf. FC 13)

Jesus said “Have you not read that from the be-
ginning the Creator made them male and female and
said, ‘For this reason a man shall leave his father
and mother and be joined to his wife, and the two
shall become one flesh’?  So they are no longer two,
but one flesh.  Therefore, what God has joined to-
gether, no human being must separate.” (Matt. 19:4-6)

Jesus so felt the importance of this bond between
men and women that he performed his first miracle
at the wedding at Cana.  “The Church attaches great
importance to Jesus’ presence at the wedding at
Cana.  She sees in it the confirmation of the good-
ness of marriage and the proclamation that thence-
forth marriage will be a sign of Christ’s presence."
(Catechism of the Catholic Church, 1613)

“By reason of their state in life and of their or-
der, (Christian spouses) have their own special gifts
in the People of God.”  (Lumen Gentium 11 § 2.)   “This
grace proper to the sacrament of Matrimony is in-
tended to perfect the couple’s love and to strengthen
their indissoluble unity…Christ is the source of this
grace.”  (Catechism 1642)

Christian marriage is a vocation, a call to fol-
low Christ, a Sacrament.  I encourage each one of
you to invite Christ into your marriage, just as you
invited Him to the wedding ceremony.  There are
always difficulties in life because of our human sin-
fulness; but if God is the foundation of the mar-
riage, He will help see you through them.  Bring
God into your marriage by praying together, at-
tending Mass together and especially receiving the
Eucharist together.

The purpose of marriage is the mutual salvation
of the soul.  Thus Christian couples are very defi-
nitely soul mates.  As St. John Chrysostom said: “I
have taken you in my arms, and I love you, and I
prefer you to my life itself.  For the present life is
nothing, and my most ardent dream is to spend it
with you in such a way that we may be assured of
not being separated in the life reserved for us.”

During this month of February, I congratulate
and affirm our married couples in the Diocese of
Pueblo, those married one day, one year, 10, 25,
40, or 50 years and beyond.  May God continue to
bless and guide you as you grow in love for one
another.

In the rite of ordination, Uribe Morales was pre-
sented to Bishop Tafoya before the altar  where he
was asked to express and clarify his intention to be-
come a priest and to make a promise of obedience.

Uribe Morales then laid prostrate before the altar
during a litany of the saints.

Asked to rise, Uribe Morales knelt in front of the
bishop for the laying of hands. Bishop Tafoya placed
his hand on Uribe Morales’ head “for the action of the
Holy Spirit in his consecration  for the service of the
people of God.” All the priests in attendance followed
suit giving their prayers for the new priest.

With consecrated oil, Bishop Tafoya anointed the
hands of the new priest that “will consecrate, forgive
and bless the faithful who approach to receive the sac-
rament.”  The priests followed the consecration by kiss-
ing the hands of their new brother priest.

In his homily, Bishop Tafoya thanks Uribe Morales’
family for the gift of a priest. To Uribe Morales, the
bishop reminded, “You have to serve, not to be served,”
he said. “Remember that always.

other vocational choices? .is financially responsible? is
good at managing his own health? .enjoys doing a full
day's work? shows a desire for holiness by living an
honest life? is able to express emotions appropriately?

Called By Name
Process to Becoming a Priest:

Inquiry -The initial inspiration and a question
about vocation which arises in a person’s heart. n
Talking this over with a priest, a friend, or a family
member. n Contacting the Director of Vocations at
the Diocesan Center. n An interview with the
Director of Vocations. n Information gathering,
prayer and interviews with other formation personnel
of the Diocese. n Beginning a process of
discernment: “How is God calling me to fulfill my
baptismal commitment? Is God calling me to be a
priest?” n If so, there is a movement to the next stage
- a stage which determines what must be done to move
toward preparation or ordination. A bridge is crossed.

Initial Formation - A commitment to accept
responsibility to prepare oneself in mind and spirit for
service as a priest in the Diocese of Pueblo. It includes
active discernment of one’s vocation with the help of
the Bishop, the Director of Vocations, and other
persons designated by the Diocese and/or the
seminary one attends. n There are a variety of
settings for this stage of formation. It may be a college
or college seminary, working in a parish, working at a
job which is not church related, being involved in some
project serving the poor, etc. n The person chooses a
spiritual director and commits himself to regular
meetings with the director. The person commits
himself to a Program of Growth, setting goals and
making clear objectives for growth in his spiritual,
academic, apostolic, personal and social life.  n Each
month he meets with the Director of Vocations who
helps the person meet the expectations of the church
for those seeking priestly ordination. n Psychological
testing helps assess personal strengths for ministry
and need for growth.

Theological/Pastoral - A commitment by the
seminarian to that part of the priestly formation
program that includes theological studies toward
acquiring a master of divinity degree (M.Div). n The
setting for this stage may be a major seminary or
school of theology. n It also includes pastoral
assignments and a quarter of CPE designed to develop
ministering skills. n Commitment to an ongoing
Program of Growth. n A monthly interview with the
Director of Vocations (either in person or by phone)
insuring contact with the Diocese and encouraging
growth toward priestly ministry. n Ongoing spiritual
direction and an annual directed retreat. n During this
stage the Diocese is committed to providing financial
loans when necessary for educational and other
financial needs at this time of formation. n During this
stage the seminarian will receive the Ministries of
Reader and Acolyte in preparation for ministry of the
Word and Sacrament. He also receives Candidacy,
which formally commits him to the Diocese of Pueblo
as a candidate for priestly ordination.

The  four-day event, January 17-20,
titled “Dies Domini: Sunday, the Day
of the Lord.” was an opportunity for
parish, diocesan and deanery liturgists and
catechists to listen to and dialogue with
scholars, colleagues, and co-workers in
liturgy and catechesis about the meaning
of Sunday, the Day of the Lord, and what
it means to “Keep Holy the Lord’s Day.”.

The Conference featured five national
speakers on each of the five parts of John
Paul II’s Apostolic Letter on the topic, a
series of  44 workshops on worship and
liturgical music, prayer services, exhibits
by national companies, a special perfor-
mance by a children’s choir, a banquet,
and Mass with Archbishop Beltran of the
Archdiocese of Oklahoma City.

Catholic Scouting helps
youth discern vocations

(CNS) — Participating in Boy Scouts is a great way
for youths to meet people in all walks of life and help
them discern their own vocations, says Msgr. John B.
Brady, a 65-year veteran of Scouting.

In an interview with Scouting, a family magazine
published by the Boy Scouts of America, Msgr. Brady
said jamborees — nine-day national or international
gatherings of Scouts and their leaders — provide op-
portunities for vocational discernment “not equaled in
any other environment.”

“At each of the seven jamborees on which I have
been privileged to serve on staff, I have had the oppor-
tunity to help about 1,000 Scouts discern their life’s
calling,” he said. “Other jamboree staffers, such as
doctors, surgeons, optometrists, engineers, pilots, mili-
tary personnel and the like, have shared their profes-
sions and experiences with Scouts who consult them.”

He said the “excitement, enlightenment, reverence
and camaraderie” of a jamboree combine to increase
youths’ openness to thinking about what direction their
life should take.

Msgr. Brady recently received the National Catho-
lic Scouting Committees 2006 Silver St. George award,
for “significant” service at the national level.

There are currently some 9,500 Boy Scout units
chartered by Catholic institutions in the United States,
serving more than 305,000 Scouts. .

Speaking of jamborees as occasions for vocational
discernment, he said, “This happened in my own life.
Msgr. Robert Brown, the chaplain of the second jam-
boree, held at Valley Forge, Pa., in 1950, helped me to
discern that God was calling me to be a Catholic priest.”

He said that Scouts have to meet personally with
one of the camp chaplains sometime during the jambo-
ree in order to qualify for the “Duty to God” segment
of the jamboree patch. He cited Scouting as a “power-

“To Whom It May Concern:
Let me open by saying I thank

God for Catholic Charities and what
it stands for.  I am a 55-year-old fa-
ther of a three year old boy that I’ve
been taking care of since he was
seven weeks old.  He’s in very good
health and I know I owe that all to
Debbie at Catholic Charities who gives
me parenting classes on what to ex-
pect and information I need for nurturing my son.

From day one she was always very nice and
pleasant; she was never late; she always called to
confirm; always conducted herself well, spoke
clearly, dressed nice and neat; always had a nice
smile and she always got along well with my child.
Thank God for Catholic Charities and thank God
for Debbie!”

Let me tell you some more about the man who wrote
this letter.

John is a Pueblo native; graduated from high school
and worked at the Steel Mill until he developed asbes-
tosis and had to go on disability.  John’s no saint.  He’s
had a rough and tumble life, and had fathered six other
children who are now all adults.  He’s struggled with
substance abuse, had a few brushes with the law and
hasn’t always made the best relationship choices.  I
guess you could say, John is very human, just like the
rest of us.

Shortly after his youngest son Duane was born,
Duane’s mother was sent to prison and John found him-
self solely responsible for his newborn son.  Catholic
Charities’ was appointed by the Social Security Admin-
istration to manage the baby’s benefits.  When John

was told this, he realized that
maybe Catholic Charities
could help him too.  So we
became Representative
Payee for both father and
son.  Though he had other
children, this was the first
time he really became a par-
ent; John knew, to do right
by his son, he needed help.
He enrolled in La Familia
Fuerte which is our intensive
parent education program.
That’s where he met
Debbie.  She began weekly
home visits using the Par-
ents As Teachers curricu-
lum.  John started to learn
what it really means to par-
ent, how to physically care

for Duane and how to develop a strong, healthy and
loving bond between them.  Meanwhile, he continued
to work with our Money Management team, Peggy and
CoCo to live on a budget, pay his bills and plan for
Duane’s financial future.

It’s been nearly three years and John and Duane
are still with us. John has invested in a life insurance
policy and two savings bonds for Duane.  He continues
to participate in La Familia Fuerte.  Duane is turning
three and will register for pre-school next year, hope-
fully through Head Start, where Catholic Charities also
provides the counseling services.  So we will have yet
another set of eyes watching over them.

Looking back, it’s clear that Duane’s birth was the
beginning of John’s rebirth.  John tells us Duane saved
his life.  I believe him.  But John has also taught us
something very important about Faith and Redemption.
I also believe, for all that Catholic Charities has done
for John, he has given us a gift too,
perhaps even greater than what we
gave him.

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W A S H I N G T O N
(CNS) — It was a year
when President George
W. Bush used the first
veto of his nearly six-
year presidency to
strike down legislation
that would have ex-
panded federal funding
of embryonic stem-cell
research.

But it was also a year
when Missouri voters “lost a significant battle for the
protection of human life,”by approving a ballot question
permiting any stem-cell research allowed under federal
law — to the point of allowing human cloning.

It was a year when the South Dakota Legislature
passed the nation’s first state law to ban nearly all abor-
tions since the 1973 Supreme Court decision Roe v.
Wade legalized abortion virtually on demand. But vot-
ers in the state overturned the law later in the year.

It was a year that offered hope that the partial-birth
abortion procedure might one day be permanently
banned, as the Supreme Court considered arguments
against it. But it was also a year when abortifacient
drugs such as the French abortion pill RU-486 and the
Plan B “morning-after pill” gained wider usage, despite
concerns about their risks to women’s health.

The year 2006 brought highs and lows to those in
the pro-life community working against abortion, stem-
cell research involving the destruction of human embryos,
the death penalty and other threats to human life.

When Bush vetoed the Stem-Cell Research En-
hancement Act July 19, he said the expansion of stem-
cell research that kills human embryos would present
“a conflict between science and ethics that can only do
harm to both and to our nation as a whole.”

In a message for Respect Life Sunday, Oct. 1, Car-
dinal William H. Keeler of Baltimore said signs of
progress in the pro-life effort included the “enthusiastic
involvement in pro-life education and activism” by young
people and the growing number of them “committed to
living chastely until marriage, a trend that has contrib-
uted to the continuing decline in abortions.”

The cardinal, chairman of the U.S. bishops’ Com-
mittee on Pro-Life Activities, also cited growing public
sentiment against “the policy of virtually unlimited abor-
tion,” and especially against partial-birth abortion, and
“increased opposition, particularly among committed
Catholics, to the use of the death penalty.”

But he said negative developments included FDA
approval of RU-486 and of over-the-counter sales of Plan
B, as well as the “exaggerated or fraudulent claims”
made by proponents of embryonic stem-cell research.

More disappointments came in November, when
Missouri voters, by a narrow margin, approved a con-
stitutional amendment expanding embryonic stem-cell
research in the state and South Dakota voters repealed
a law banning most abortions there.

Archbishop Raymond L. Burke of St. Louis said
that the Missouri amendment “will come to be regarded
as the bellwether of human cloning” and “will further
erode respect for all human life.”

The South Dakota law, repealed by a 56 percent
tmargin, had drawn national attention as a possible chal-
lenge to the Supreme Court’s Roe v. Wade decision.

Voters Nov. 7 also defeated measures in Oregon
and California that would have required parental notifi-
cation before a minor’s abortion, and approved an advi-
sory referendum in Wisconsin that could lead to the re-
instatement of the death penalty in that state.

The day after the election, the Supreme Court heard
oral arguments in the appeals of two lower court rul-
ings that found the 2003 Partial Birth Abortion Ban Act
to be unconstitutional because it does not include provi-
sions allowing its use to protect a woman’s health.

The court’s decision in those cases will not come
until 2007. But earlier in the year, the high court re-
jected for the third time the use of racketeering laws
against abortion protesters.

Other life-related developments: n Amnesty Inter-
national considered dropping its neutrality on abortion,
prompting the USCCB to urge the organization not to
risk “its own well-deserved moral credibility” by taking
such a step. n U.S. bishops approved a document that
encourages married couples who use artificial contra-
ception to return to church teaching and learn how natu-
ral family planning can benefit the marital relationship.
n Catholic organizations went to court in New York to
overturn a law requiring religious employers to provide
contraceptive coverage in employee health plans. n The
bishops of New Jersey expressed support for the state’s
temporary moratorium on executions and urged a com-
mission created to examine the flaws in the death pen-
alty system to make the moratorium permanent.

ful program” to help meet the goals that the U.S. bish-
ops set out in their 1997 document on Catholic youth
ministry, “Renewing the Vision.”

“The goals,” he said, “are these: to empower the
young to live as Christ in our world; to draw them to
responsible participation in the life, mission and work
of the faith community; and to foster the personal and
spiritual growth of each young person.”

He added that Scouting is especially effective in fos-
tering all-around personal and spiritual growth, “Taken
together, the Scout oath and (Scout) law — beginning
with ‘duty to God’ and ending with ‘a Scout is rever-
ent,’ two bookends for the Scouting program — com-
prises one of the world’s best tools to challenge young
people to live by the highest standards that God ex-
pects of the human beings he places on this earth.” >
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
