] In his presentation, Father Malin
| spoke about the need for every Chris-
tian to be focused on seeking the way
of holiness. He pointed out that
| prayer isamajor aid on this spiritual
journey as we “remind ourselves who
we are, whose we are, what is our
cal and how should we live.”

The retreatants were reminded
that they must be open and willing to
listen to God's personal calling.

“As Jesus commanded everyone
to love God and care for the well-be-
ing of their neighbor, our faith must
go beyond mere belief and be trans-
lated into action,” said Father Don.

The various liturgical ministries
provide the opportunity to answer
God'scall. Inliving and fulfilling his/
her vocation, each person is endowed
by God with natural abilitieswhich are
to be devoted to His service and to
that of the Church. These gifts or tal-
ents are often reflected in the person’s
choice of liturgical ministry.

In specia instances a person may
be endowed by the Holy Spirit with

panic Affairs Pastoral
Project, HAPP, Director, led the Hispanic community’s
renewa session. The theme of the 2007 gathering was
“ Spirituality of Worship and Celebration.”

According to Frank Huber, Director of Liturgy and
Music a Immaculate Heart of Mary in Grand Junction,
approximately one hundred seventy-five liturgical min-
isters drawn from St. Joseph's parish, Sacred Heart in
Fruita, St. Ann’s Mission in Palisade and IHM crowded
into the Friendship Room at the Church to participate.

Father Don Malin had previoudly led a one-day re-
treat for Hispanic liturgical ministers on November 18,
2006 at Our Lady of Fatima mission in Olathe. An-
other session in this series is scheduled for May 19,
2007. Connecting these two days of prayer and reflec-
tion for Hispanics was the Deanery’s Liturgica Minis-
ters Retreat.

All extraordinary Eucharistic ministers, lectors,
children’ slectors and members of the music, homebound
and hospitality ministries in the Deanery received invi-
tations to the retreat and were strongly encouraged to
attend. The program offered them the perfect oppor-
tunity to enrich their spirituality, according to Deanery
Coordinator Joyce Klava

“The stresses of everyday life can overwhelm a per-
son, causing him/her to feel “hollow,” and having noth-
ing left to give. The Liturgical Ministers Spiritual Re-
newal offered the attendees a means of replenishing
themselves with God's abundant graces,” Klava said.
“Ministers who are vibrant and compassionate can more

easily share their spiritual passion for knowing and serving
God and neighbor with the other members of the faith
community.”

Each of the two spiritual renewal sessions was
opened with a communal bilingual service offering
prayer, song and praise to God. The liturgical ministers
then attended either the English or the Spanish lecture
treating the theme of “Spirituality of Worship & Cel-
ebration.” The presentations by Father Don Malin and
Ricardo Perez were followed by a quiet time of reflec-
tion and sharing among the liturgical ministers. Discus-
sions centered on various ways to deepen their persona
commitments of service to the parish community, and
ultimately to the Catholic Church as a whole, through
their chosen ministries.

Perez approached the retreat topic by discussing how
spirituality “connects the spirit and reality, connects our
faith in God and the world.” The Hispanic culture in
particular lives its faith as a “face in our world, in our
community, in our home and in the work place.”

Because many are transplanted to a new land radi-
caly different from their native Mexico, Hispanics are
challenged on a grand scale to recreate not only their
secular life here in the United States, but also their spiri-
tual life. Perez stated that they look to their Catholic
upbringing to help them rediscover the native treasures
of their faith and its teachings. They do this especially
through the liturgy and adoration, as an expression of
their spiritua life style.

extraordinary gifts which move him/

esy are two examples.

According to Rev. Malin the Church provides the
Liturgical Ministers, as well as al the laity, with a sa-
cred treasury of aids to help them reenergize their spiri-
tuadity and become more holy.

The exemplary lives of the Saints and Mystics of-
fer wonderful religious models to imitate. The Sacra-
ments, Scripture and Church teachings, and the em-
ployment of Sacramentals such as the Rosary and the
Liturgy of the Hours in our daily devotions help us to
make our lives holy.

The Grand Junction Deanery Network’s Retreat
offered a welcome oasis for the liturgical ministers. It
provided a means for them to rediscover their passion
and dedication to the will of God and the service of
their fellow man, as expressed through their ministry.

“Attending the Liturgical Ministers Spiritual Re-
newal retreat has been very enlightening,” according
to Steve Dominguez, Eucharistic Minister at St. Mary
in Montrose. “Hearing the presentation has motivated
me to rethink the energy | put into my ministry and into
how | follow Christ and His commandment to be of
service to others.”

The retreat sessions were closed with special
prayers of blessing. As Father Malin and Perez dis-
missed the participants, they admonished them to “be
fruitful and generous with their gifts.” %

Youngest brother of U.S. nunda

inBrazil speaksabout her life, her work, her legacy

PUEBLO— David Stang, youngest
brother of Sister Dorothy Stang, spoke
January 28, in the Sunshine Room of
Christ the King in Pueblo as part of the
parish’s ongoing justice series.

Two men shot Sister Dorothy, 73, in
the face and head near Anapu, in the
Brazilian state of Para. The killing oc-
curred less than a week after the nun
accused loggers and ranchers of threat-
ening to kill rural workers.

A part of David Stang's heart will be
always be in the dark, wet, Brazilian rain
forest where Sister Dorothy Stang was
slain February 12, 2005.

“1 couldn’t feel closure until | went to
her grave, saw the places and the thou-
sands of people she worked with,” Stang
said during a telephone interview from
his home in Palmer Lake, Colo.

In Anapu Brazil, he stood beneath two
beautiful trees that now form a shelter-
ing roof over the grave of the Sister of
Notre Dame de Namur.

Sister Dorothy lived in Brazil's Ama-
zon region for nearly four decades, work-
ing to protect the land rights of peasants
and speaking out on the ecological dan-
gers of deforestation.

Two pistoleros and one go between
have so far been convicted of the crime.
Two ranchers who have been implicated
as the authors of the crime have yet to
be indicted. Sister Dorothy had been on
a land-grabbers’ death list for years. The
day of her murder, the bounty reportedly
had grown to $19,000.

“My bond with my sister is not only
her true witness to the Biblical belief to
love and help the poor, but her mission-
ary experience, as | worked with the poor
in Africa for ten years helping them en-
ter into the world's economy and so that
Jesus loved them too,” said Dave Stang.

He was in Brazil with his sister two
months before she was murdered and
saw, Senators, Legislators, friends com-
ing up to her hugging her and telling her
to be careful for she even then had a
price on her head. At that time she re-
ceived a “Human Rights Award” from
the National Brazilian Law Association
for her tireless work on behdf of the poor
and landless settlers in the Brazilian rain
forest that was under constant threat
from unscrupulous loggers and ranchers.

“On Feb. 11 she called me from
Anapu to give me a hug and to tell me
she was going to Esperanza to show sup-
port for 12 families that had just been
burned out of their homes and their
crops,” said Stang, noting, “She said, “I
am going with food and clothing as they
have nothing and the children are stand-
ing in the rain. | am nervous about going,
but the poor need support.”

He found out on two weeks later when
he arrived in Brazil that the police had
refused to protect her on her trip and yet
she gtill went knowing she could be killed.
He aso found out from the thousands
who came up to hug him and cry their
grief that she had built 36 schools, a fruit
cooperaive, a woodcraft cooperative, and
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years old and still so alive and vital isthe
unbelievable story. Sister Dorothy did all
these things while also being the Eucha-
ristic minister for the parish in the
Prelature of Xingu, the largest Prelature
in the World.

In her last year, she devised a make-
shift, forest-style dam to bring water to
run machinery in a flour mill. She taught
people how to make and market baking
flour from bananas. She aso helped lo-
ca women start a business processing
and selling dried fruit.

“Often people think that development
work and spiritual work are different. My
sister and | both believe that you cannot
pass up the beggar on the street and still
be a Christian,” said Stang. “ The Catho-

trials In Brazil there was no accusation
of gun running, which was obviously part
of the whispering campaign by the ranch-
ers to discredit her work.

St. Anthony’s Press has published
“Women in Church History” about
twenty one women church leaders one
for each century. For the twenty first cen-
tury, Sister Dorothy is the leader.

“She had this brilliant smile,” her
brother said. “She has become an
enormous symbol and a great protection
for the forest. The people in the forest call
her the “ Angel of the Amazon”. Others
say she is not dead but has been planted.
My heart bresks now for the people she
left behind. They didn’t want a martyr
they wanted her aive”

GRAND JUNCTION - El Proyecto
Pastoral de Asuntos Hispanos (HAPP,
por sus siglas en ingles), es una
organizacion fundada por lideres
hispanos y sus parroquias en €l Decanato
de Grand Junction, como un servicio
extensivo a las necesidades de una
poblacién inmigrante, predominantemente
mexicana, en crecimiento y en proceso
de integracion a la diversidad cultural de
este pais. Durante varios afos, esas
comunidades hispanas trataron de
organizarse para atender laliturgiay otros
ministerios contando con el apoyo de las
Religiosas Guadalupanas del Espiritu
Santo, y aproximadamente 3 afios atrés,
ellosiniciaron un proceso de organizacion
y coordinacién que culminoé con la
elaboracion de su primer plan del ministerio
hispano de las comunidades hispanas del
Decanato de Grand Junction. Las
comunidades participantes fueron
Montrose, Olathe, Deltay Grand Junction.

Gracias a apoyo del Padre John
Kiernan a lo largo de estos afios, como
también de Joyce Klava, coordinadora
del Decanato de Grand Junction, se
obtuvo € financiamiento econdémico de
la Campafia Catdlica para € Desarrollo
Humano (CCHD) de la Conferencia de
los Obispos Catélicos de los Estados
Unidos, USCCB.

GRAND JUNCTION - Hispanic Af-
fairs Pastoral Project, HAPP, by its ab-
breviations in English, is an organization
founded by Hispanic parish leaders in the
Grand Junction Deanery. It works to
provide practical, vital services to the lo-
ca immigrant population who are pre-
dominantly Mexican. The goal is to aid
socia growth and integration into this cul-
turally diverse county.

It currently receives financing from
the Catholic Campaign for the Human
Development, CCHD, of the United
States Catholic Conference of Bishops.

The Catholic Campaign for Human
Development is the domestic anti-
poverty, social justice program of the
U.S. Catholic bishops.

Its mission is to address the root
causes of poverty in America through
promotion and support of community-
controlled, self-help organizations and
through transformative education.

Founded in 1969, CCHD’s
pastoral strategy is empowerment of
the poor through a methodology of
participation and education for
justice, leading toward solidarity
between poor and non-poor as
impelled by the Church’s biblical
tradition, modern Catholic social
teaching, and the pervasive
presence of poverty in the United
States. This ministry for justice is
rooted in our baptism and faith
commitment.

The grants, economic development,
and education for justice programs of the
Campaign, implemented in collaboration
with local dioceses, are supported from
an annual collection in U.S. Catholic
parishes.

Parish communities involved in the
process and plan of forming HAPP were
Montrose, Olathe, Delta and Grand Junc-
tion. In the early years, strong support
for the fledgling organization was given
by Father John Kiernan and Joyce Klava,
Grand Junction Deanery Coordinator.

Initially, these Hispanic communities
assumed the leadership roles in organiz-
ing Spanish and bilingua liturgies and

other ministries through the training and
support of the Guadalupanas Nuns. Just
three years ago, they initiated a process
that culminated in the first ministry plan
to the Hispanic communities in the dean-
ery encompassing the Grand Valley.

The funding for HAPP was obtained
through a grant from the Catholic Cam-
paign for Human Development, CCHD,
of the United States Conference of the
Catholic Bishops, USCCB.

Fromitsfirst year, HAPP has received
agrant of $30,000 dollars that is budgeted
for the following areas: 1. To educate and
to promote the participation of the com-
munity in comprehensive migratory re-
form. 2. To support the processes of pas-
toral outreach and evangelization outlined
inits Plan of Action. 3, To form and train
an Hispanic leadership to initiate actions
in response to the socia doctrine of the
Church in the renovation of the society.
4. To ensure communication and coordi-
nation with other communities of Span-
ish speech in the counties of the Grand
Valley. 5. To look for ways to dissemi-
nate to the young population such sub-
jects as Hispanic history, heritage and
culture.

The presence of the CCHD in the
Diocese of Pueblo is especially signifi-
cant, according to Larry Howe-Kerr, the
locd CCHD Director and Director of the
Office of Socia Justice. “They provide
resources to projects which develop the
local community such as "the Compan-
ions" of San Juan Citizen Alliance in
Durango; in smaller amount it has offered
support to San LuisValley Immigrant Re-
source Center de Alamosa, Deaf Gath-
ering in Pueblo and Salt Creek Neighi—?
borhood, also in Pueblo.”

According to Jose Taavera, president
of HAPP's board of directors, "the fund-
ing by CCHD is the foundation neces-
sary to have a comprehensive plan with
projects. Thanks to CCHD, we have
been able to host key events on compre-
hensive immigration reform, coordination
with other agencies and institutions,
trained leaders for the four communities
who work together to meet the needs of
the Hispanic community. We are a full
Church of hope and optimism, but in the
past we lacked the training necessary to
properly welcome and integrate the His-
panic community to its rightful place
within our Church and our society.”

The North American Forum on the
Catechumenate is an international network of
pastoral ministers, liturgists, catechists, and theo-
logians. Since 1981 the Forum has united and sup-
ported pastoral ministersin the U.S., Canada, and
beyond.

The Forum is dedicated to making a fully
implemented Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults
aredlity for al. It supports the reconciliation min-
istriesimplicit in the Rite. The commitment is to
evangelization and conversion through catechesis,
liturgy, discipleship, and mission, as well as, cel-
ebration of al cultura gifts.

“The goal of theingtitute is to present the vision of
the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults,” said Kathleen
Carey, Director of the Office of Worship and Spiritua
Life for the Diocese of Pueblo.

The Beginnings Plus Institute is a four-day institute
on initiation that invites participants to experience the
conversion process of the Rite of Christian Initiation
of Adults through presentations, reflection, faith shar-
ing, and celebration of adapted liturgies of initiation.
Participants in the institute include parish leaders
(clergy, catechists, liturgists, musicians, social outreach
& justice), as well as other parishioners, such as spon-
sors, who assist in the parish’s ministry of initiation.

The institute’s overall goal is to present the vision
of the Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults.

To achieve this, the Beginnings Plus Institute has
severa specific objectives: B To provide a process in
which the participants experience the flow of the steps
and periods of the Rite M To help participants learn
skills/techniques critical to implementation of the Rite
B To invite participants to deepen their own faith in
Jesus Christ B To challenge participants to explore the
connection between good liturgy and good catechesis
B To deepen understanding of the journey of conver-
sion to Jesus Christ.

“The overall flow of the institute is based on the
pattern of periods and steps from the Rite. These are
situated within a prayerful and reflective process that
engages participants deeply,” said James M. Schellman,
Executive Director of the North American Forum on
the Catechumenate.

Each day is devoted to one of the periods of the
