God looked
at everything He had made, and found it very good.
Since on the seventh day God was finished with the
work He had been doing, He rested on the seventh
day. So God blessed the seventh day and made it holy.

Pope John Paul II commented on this aspect of
creation: “The divine rest on the seventh day does not
allude to an inactive God, but emphasizes the fullness
of what has been accomplished. It speaks, as it were,
of God lingering before the ‘very good’ work which
his hand has wrought in order to cast upon it a gaze
full of joyous delight.” (Apostolic Letter Dies Domini)

This is the essence of the third commandment given
by God at Mount Sinai. The Hebrews were told: “Re-
member the Sabbath day in order to keep it holy.” Just
as God “rested” to savor the beauty of creation, the
Hebrews were to rest once a week so that they, too,
could remember and celebrate the marvels which God
had brought about. Because creation was brought to
its fulfillment by Christ’s resurrection, it seemed natu-
ral for the members of the early Church to see Sun-
day, the day of resurrection, as the new Dies Domini,
the new Day of the Lord. And so, even today, we are
called to keep holy the Lord’s day. We are called to
remember and celebrate the marvels God has done, es-
pecially giving us his Son, Jesus Christ, to be our savior.

In January, representatives from the Diocese of
Pueblo will go to Oklahoma City for the 45th Annual
Southwest Liturgical Conference Study Week, “Dies
Domini: Sunday, the Day of the Lord.”  to listen to
and dialogue with scholars, colleagues, and co-work-
ers in liturgy and catechesis about the meaning of Sun-
day, the Day of the Lord, and what it means to “Keep
Holy the Lord’s Day.”  There will be five major ad-
dresses, 44 workshops, and other daily activities held
throughout this event, as well as many exhibits.

Major speakers include: Rev. Paul A. Holmes,
S.T.D., Vice President and Interim Dean of the White-
head School of Diplomacy at Seton Hall University;
Rev. Jan Michael Joncas, Associate Professor, De-
partments of Catholic Studies and Theology; Msgr.
Kevin W. Irwin, Dean of the School of Theology and
Religious Studies at The Catholic University of
America; Pat Kerwin,  director of Spirituality in Minis-
try for the Sisters of Charity of the Incarnate Word;
and Bill Huebsch, President and Publisher of Twenty-
Third Publications.

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Do you remember the open land you used to drive
by only a few years ago? Now that land is a subdivi-
sion full of homes. How you usually heard about family
members or friends through letters in the mail, or when
calling someone “long-distance” was a big deal and
usually expensive?

One thing is for certain, time changes everything.
Even as we age, most of us are forced to keep up with
the changes. One area that often gets overlooked is
our personal plans for the future.

 The Catholic Diocese of Pueblo Foundation encour-
ages you to take a moment as the end of the year draws
near to review your will or if you haven’t written one,
take the time to do so. Life changes quickly and it could
have been years since you first put a will together. Have
you married or become widowed? Do you have new
children or grandchildren in your life? Is there a family
member in your will who has since passed away?  Have
you changed your mind about which assets to give to
certain people?

If you answered yes to any of these questions it is
time for you to revise your will.

Since your will was written, you have probably ex-
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perienced some
financial changes.
You may have
more assets that
you realize be-
cause certain ma-
jor responsibilities,
such as a child’s
college education,

are now paid for. Have you paid off your mortgage?
These additional assets need to be allocated among ex-
isting beneficiaries or earmarked for a new heir.

Do you remember who is named in your will as your
personal representative?  If not, now is a good time to
look over your will.  Your personal representative will
be in charge of settling your estate. This is an important
job and you want to put care and thought into choosing
someone who is capable and willing to handle all of the
duties. Make sure the person you chose is aware of
your wishes and desires.

Your children are the most important thing in your
life.  You have probably spent many hours considering
who you would like to raise them if something happened
to you. But if it has been awhile since you prepared
your will you may want to re-examine your choice.

Is the person you chose still suitable? Have they

moved far away? Make sure your choice is still ca-
pable and willing to raise your children.

Have you moved to another state since your will
was prepared?  You may want to have your will re-
viewed under the laws of Colorado, sometimes alter-
ations are necessary.

Changes to your will don’t mean you have to start
all over. Most changes can be made with a simple
amendment called a codicil. A codicil is a legal term for
an addition to your will. Codicils must be executed with
the same formalities as your will in order to be valid.

Do you have a great love for your local parish, Catho-
lic schools or other Catholic programs?

If so you may want to consider revising your will to
include a bequest to those charities through the Catho-
lic Diocese of Pueblo Foundation. You may want to rec-
ognize someone special to you through a memorial or
honorary gift in your will. You can make a gift to the
Foundation that will pay tribute to your loved one in a
lasting and meaningful way and it will leave a legacy to
a Catholic organization of your choice.

As we look into each
other’s eyes, and hold
hands, something is not
quite right.  That awkward silence hangs be-
tween us, like a cold damp barrier.
